Rules and Regulations
I. General Provisions
.
1. Eligibility
A. Only residents or individuals born in the province may participate.
B. Proof of eligibility must be presented through:
a. Birth certificate (for those born in the province), or
b. Valid government ID showing residence in the province.
C. Players without proper documentation will not be allowed to participate.
D. Participants must register before the deadline on February 25, 2026.
E. Each rider must sign a waiver and health declaration form.
F. Agencies, clubs, or local groups may register multiple riders per category; there is no limit to the number of entries.
2. Schedule
A. Dates: March 15, 2026
3. Categories
A. Age‑Based Categories (Men’s Division):
a. 19 years old
b. 20–29 years old
c. 30–39 years old
d. 40–49 years old
e. 50 years old and above
B. Women’s Division:
a. Open category (for women only, regardless of age).
C. Elite Division:
a. Open to all (both men and women), regardless of age.
4. Equipment
A. Only mountain bikes are allowed.
B. Road bikes, e‑bikes, or modified racing bikes are not permitted.
C. Riders must wear helmets, gloves, and proper shoes.
D. Bikes will undergo pre‑race inspection to ensure safety and compliance.
5. Race Format
A. Each category will race separately.
B. Distances and terrain will be set by the organizing committee (e.g., 10km, 20km, or longer depending on category).
C. Riders must follow the designated trail/route; shortcuts or off‑track riding will result in disqualification.
D. Relay or team formats may be introduced, but no substitution is allowed in the middle of the race.
6. Scoring & Timing
A. Winners are determined by fastest time to finish.
B. Official timers and marshals will be stationed along the route.
C. In case of disputes, the organizing committee’s decision is final.
7. Conduct & Safety
A. Riders must observe sportsmanship and fair play.
B. Blocking, pushing, or unsafe riding may lead to penalties or disqualification.
C. Medical staff and marshals will be on standby throughout the race.

II. Ground Rules
1. Sportsmanship: Fighting, abusive language, or disrespect toward officials will result in suspension.
2. Protests: Must be filed in writing within 30 minutes after the game with a protest fee of P 1,500.00.
3. Officials: Decisions of referees are final and binding.
4. Safety: Players must wear proper shoes; jewelry is prohibited during play.
5. Discipline: Teams or players who fail to comply with rules may be disqualified from the tournament.
6. Uniforms: Teams must wear numbered jerseys in their town’s designated colors.
7. No Registration Fee, No Game.
8. Teams must be present 15 minutes before their scheduled game time.
9. If a team fails to appear within the allocated 15 minutes before the start of the game, they will be declared default and will automatically lose the match.
10. Strict enforcement of this rule ensures fairness and smooth flow of the tournament schedule.

VII. Miscellaneous
1. The organizing committee reserves the right to amend rules when necessary.
2. All participants are expected to uphold the spirit of the game and respect tournament officials.
3. The registration fee collected will be used to cover honoraria & meals of officiating officials, and supplies for the duration of the tournament.
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
