Rules and Regulations
I. General Provisions

1. Governing Rules
A. All games shall be played under FIBA rules, unless otherwise modified by the organizing committee.
B. The tournament aims to foster sportsmanship, camaraderie, and unity among participating towns.
2. Eligibility
A. All participants must be official employees of their respective agencies.
B. Eligible employment status includes:
a. Permanent
b. Co‑terminus
c. Contract of Service
d. Job Order
C. Proof of eligibility must be presented through a valid appointment document (e.g., appointment paper, contract, Job Orders or certification issued by the agency).
D. Only players who have been issued a valid Job Order on January 5, 2026 will be allowed to participate as members of their respective teams. Any player without an official job order dated January 5, 2026, will not be recognized as eligible to play.
E. Players without proper documentation will not be allowed to participate.
F. Each team must submit its official roster one (1) week before the deadline of registration on February 25, 2026.
3. Schedule
a. Date: March 20, 2026

II. Game Format and Progression
1. Team Composition
A. Each agency may register 5 players per category.
B. The event will be conducted in relay format.
C. Only 4 players will be allowed to participate during the actual game.
D. The 5th player serves as a reserve, but no substitution is allowed in the middle of the game.
2. Event Format
A. Relay sequence: Player 1 → Player 2 → Player 3 → Player 4.
B. Each player completes their assigned leg (swim, bike, or run, depending on the modified setup).
C. The team’s total time is the cumulative time of all 4 players.
3. Equipment Rules
A. No road bikes are allowed.
B. Only mountain bikes may be used during the cycling leg.
C. Helmets are mandatory for all cyclists.
D. Proper swimwear and running shoes are required for the respective legs.
4. Eligibility
A. Players must be permanent, co‑terminus, or contract of service employees of their respective agencies.
B. Proof of eligibility: appointment papers or contracts.
5. Scoring & Timing
A. The team with the fastest cumulative time wins.
B. In case of a tie, the team with the fastest final leg time will be declared the winner.
6. Conduct & Safety
A. All participants must follow marshals’ instructions.
B. Unsportsmanlike conduct (blocking, pushing, verbal abuse) may result in disqualification.
C. Medical staff must be on standby during the event

III. Ground Rules
1. Sportsmanship: Fighting, abusive language, or disrespect toward officials will result in suspension.
2. Protests: Must be filed in writing within 30 minutes after the game with a protest fee of P 1,500.00.
3. Officials: Decisions of referees are final and binding.
4. Safety: Players must wear proper shoes; jewelry is prohibited during play.
5. Discipline: Teams or players who fail to comply with rules may be disqualified from the tournament.
6. Uniforms: Teams must wear numbered jerseys in their town’s designated colors.
7. No Registration Fee, No Game.
8. Teams must be present 15 minutes before their scheduled game time.
9. If a team fails to appear within the allocated 15 minutes before the start of the game, they will be declared default and will automatically lose the match.
10. Strict enforcement of this rule ensures fairness and smooth flow of the tournament schedule.

VII. Miscellaneous
1. The organizing committee reserves the right to amend rules when necessary.
2. All participants are expected to uphold the spirit of the game and respect tournament officials.
3. The registration fee collected will be used to cover honoraria & meals of officiating officials, and supplies for the duration of the tournament.
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
